What is the Bread & Butter Thing?
The Bread and Butter Thing food hubs offer groceries at a discounted price. They are a new food

support service in Stockton-on-Tees. At the Bread & Butter Thing food hubs, residents can buy
three bags of fruit and vegetables, chilled food, and cupboard staples for £8.50. It is estimated

this helps save around £35 compared with buying the items elsewhere.
